Suspected or known animal abuse requires report to law enforcement or State Dept. of Agriculture (if
livestock) not Vet. Board.

Florida

The Dept. of Agriculture regulates the health and rabies certificates. Animal abuse is handed by local law
enforcement.

Maryland

(Re: rabies vaccination certificates) The Board had an exception from the practice of veterinary medicine
for a “person who advises with respect to or performs acts which the Board, by rule or regulation, has
prescribed as accepted management practices in connection with livestock production,” but regulations
have not been drafted on this topic. A regulation would have to be promulgated for this exemption to be
put into play. The Board intends to amend its regulations to allow for stamped signatures, which are
currently only accepted in connection with county health dept. antirabies clinics. Veterinarians are
strongly encouraged to report suspected animal cruelty. Regulations address this topic, but they do not
require veterinarians to report such cases. The veterinarians who do report are immune from civil liability.

Massachusetts

Rabies certificates are regulated by the Dept. of Public Health, not this Board. There are some
requirements, but they are not regulated by this Board. This Board is interested in effective ways to
conduct random, unannounced inspections of mobile practices.

Michigan

(Re: teeth floating, pregnancy determination and embryo transfer) All three procedures are part of the
scope of practice for veterinarians. However, MCL 333.16215(1) further states,” Subject to subsections (2)
to (6), a licensee who holds a license other than a health profession subfield license may delegate to a
licensed or unlicensed individual who is otherwise qualified by education, training, or experience the
performance of selected acts, tasks, or functions where the acts, tasks or functions fall within the scope of
practice of the licensee’s profession and will be performed under the licensee’s supervision. A licensee
shall not delegate an act, task or function under this section if the act, task or functions, under standards
of acceptable and prevailing practice, requires the level of education, skill, and judgment required of the
licensee under this article. The Board, per se, does not regulate the information on a rabies certificate, but
our jurisdiction does, pursuant to MCL 287.266(5)

Montana

Embryo transfer is allowed by licensed lay persons for bovine only.

New Jersey

Many of these questions deal with issues, statutes and regulations that are overseen, promulgated and
enforced by the State (or local) Dept. of Health, or the State Dept. of Agriculture. In such instances, a “no”
answer may indicate that the State Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners does not require/enforce such
things, but some other agency may.

New Mexico

(Re: pregnancy diagnosis and embryo transfer) The Board permits those services in Bovine by a Bovine
Pregnancy Diagnosis Technician and/or Bovine Artificial Insemination Technician; however, only a DVM
can perform these services in equine.

North Dakota

The renewal fee for veterinarians will increase to $75 per year beginning in 2014-15, online renewal began
this year for the 2013-14 renewal. ND does not have an inactive license status; we do not know if a
licensee is actively practicing; non-veterinarians may implant embryos in recipient cows, but may not
collect embryos or use veterinary prescription drugs without a valid VCPR.

Oklahoma

Euthanasia Technicians -134 — renewal annually $40; we also have 19 non-vet licensees (dental and
reproductive) — renewal annually $200

South Carolina

We do not have an inactive category. Rabies vaccination and certificates are regulated by the SC Dept. or
Health and Environmental Control.

They are not part
of the Board of Veterinary Medicine statutes or rules.
